Description 
Provide a short description of the event and its activities. 

The Town Twinning Event took place in Anela, Sardinia from the 26th to the 29th September 2025 and 
brought together 100 participants, 56 from Malta and 44 from Sardinia.  The event focused on the 
promotion of sustainable construction practices, environmental conservation and the objectives of the 
New European Bauhaus. 

Day 1 -  26th September 2025  

Consisted of official opening remarks by the Mayors of both localities and an introduction to the 
objectives and expected outcomes of the projects.  Participants received an overview of the New 
European Bauhaus framework and the European Green Deal followed by a collaborative workshop on 
sustainable construction practices and the transformation and protection of cultural heritage.  
Participants worked in mixed groups to generate ideas for improving sustainability, preserving 
architectural identity and developing environmentally responsible local initiative.  Best practice 
exchanges were held on environmental conservation and the management of protected natural areas. 

Day 2 -    27th September 2025  

This day was focused on the theme of sustainable tourism.  Experts delivered talks on tourism 
development strategies aligned with New European Bauhaus values, sustainable construction and 
eco-friendly renovation practices.  Participants discussed opportunities for collaboration between the 
business sector and Local Councils in sustainable tourism management. The programme concluded 
with a formal Town Twinning signing ceremony, confirming long-term cooperation between the 
municipalities, reinforcing the commitment of both localities   

 

 Day 3 -   28th September 2025  

A field visit to the natural forest in Anela was made.  Participants engaged in guided discussions on 
environmental management, biodiversity conservation and the role of the community initiatives in 
protecting natural heritage.  A community cultural event was held in the forest promoting cultural 
understanding and strengthening interpersonal and cross-community ties.
